Prayer/Pledge of Allegiance.

Board meeting minutes:  Minutes from the June board meeting were read by Marilyn Colvin. Gail Fritts motioned to approve the June Board minutes, Lori seconded and the motion carried.
Treasurer’s report:  Gail gave the Treasurer’s report for June & July. Marilyn made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s reports, Milda Minter seconded, and the motion carried. 
Membership:  The membership list has been updated and we are starting to get new members from other counties join our club.
Trail rides:  The August trail ride at the New River in Foster Falls VA was held. They didn’t get any rain up there until later so it worked out well. The September ride (9/10) is on the Sauratown Trail. We will meet at the Old Winston-Coon Rd Parking lot at 10:00 am.
REINS:  Our Sept meeting will be the 4th Tuesday of the month, 9/27, due to the Fair. We will try to have the meeting at the Fairgrounds with a speaker to demonstrate how to saddle up a horse properly.

Hamby Creek Trails: 
Barbara Oslund with the NCHC created a draft of the Hamby Creek Trails Development Plan. Everyone at the Board meeting had a copy and gave comments, suggestions, and corrections for Barbara to create the final plan.
Work on the arena at Hamby Creek is progressing, but heavier equipment is needed to make it a bit wider. Todd Wofford is doing the digging work on the riding arena. We need to plant grass this fall to stabilize the bank, and may need some kind of boundary (t-posts with wide tape) to guard against accidents where the land falls off 3-4 feet.
Gail Fritts suggested we reimburse Todd, Jerry and Nancy for diesel fuel expenses they’ve incurred while grading the arena. Gail made a motion to pay Jerry $100, Milda seconded and the motion carried.
Doug Meredith announced that approval has been granted on the picnic shelter, subject to inspections. Robert Hyatt, Davidson Co. Manager gave us a letter of approval which will be kept with the club records. The letter states that we have a limited, revocable license to build, use and maintain a picnic shelter pending prior approval of design and plans by the Davidson Co. Recreation Dept. and the Building Inspection Dept. and that it is not to be considered permanently attached to the land.
Tack Swap – It will be held in November but no specific date has been set yet.

WebPage:  No news. We will need to announce on the web page the new arena facility at Hamby Creek once it nears completion.
